WHAT IS THE MARK OF THE BEAST?

 

There is a great deal of speculation about the 
mark of the beast. Some have said that the 
covid vaccines or vaccine passports were the 
mark of the beast. Some think that the mark of 
the beast will be a kind of barcode tattooed on 
an individual. There is much speculation 
regarding this passage in Revelation 13. 
Scripture however tells us what the mark of the 
beast is. Also it causes all, both small and 
great, both rich and poor, both free and slave, 
to be marked on the right hand or the forehead, 
so that no one can buy or sell unless he has 
the mark, that is, the name of the beast or the 
number of its name (Revelation 13:16). 

 

 
Now, let us look at Revelation 14:1, Then I 
looked, and behold, on Mount Zion stood the 
Lamb, and with Him 144,000 who had His 
name and His Father’s name written on their 
foreheads. The name that is written on the 
foreheads of Christians is the name of God 
which Christians are baptized into. Christians 
bear the name of God because they belong to 
God by the Gospel through faith. The mark of 
the beast is not the Gospel, but unbelief. 
Those who do not believe the Gospel belong 
to the devil. Those who do not believe remain 
in the realm of the devil and follow him.  
 
 
 

 
No one can buy or sell unless he has the mark 
refers to Christian persecution. Only those who 
deny Christ will be permitted to buy and sell (an  
example is the Roman Empire which severely 
persecuted Christians). Those who confess  
Christ will suffer for it. The devil and the 
unbelieving world will attack Christians for 
confessing the Gospel. The seal upon 
Christians is the Gospel whereas the mark 
of the beast is unbelief with its many false 
gods. Those who do not believe the Gospel 
bear the mark of the beast and remain children 
of the devil. Christians, however, are 
baptized into Christ and are children and 
heirs of God. Thanks be to God for His 
grace and mercy in the Gospel which alone 
delivers us from sin, death, and the power 
of the devil.
